Corporation) thanked to invite them for the meeting and
shared about the Mitsubishi Corporation and its 60%

share holding in “Metal One, Japan”. Metal One was the |

largest steel providing company in the world and had
many offices around the world; they were working with
specific customers and company was preferred to work
with sustainable businesses having large & regular
potential orders. He told that Mitsubishi Corporation &

Metal One had no business currently with Sialkot; said the
business could be possible ifthe Sialkot Material sourcing
company would be formed to cater the overall demand of
industry. Mr. Kiguchi(Representative - Metal One, Japan)
also thanked and elaborated about the Metal One Japan
which was working in four different divisions e.g. heavy
industry, automotive industry, energy project-business
departmentsandstainlesssteelwirerod &productsetc.

Mr. Sohail Asghar elaborated the joint-efforts of Sialkot
Business Community from the platform of Sialkot
Chamber and he mentioned all the gigantic projects e.g.
Sialkot Dry Port Trust, Sialkot International Airport,
AIRSIAL, Khud Kifalat Rzgar Trust and many more had
been done by the Sialkot Business Community under the
umbrella of SCCl.

MEETING WITH MR. CHOUDHRY MUHAMMAD
TARIQ CHIEF COMMISSIONER, INLAND

REVENUE, REGIONAL TAX OFFICE, SIALKOT

Mr. Muhammad Ashraf Malik welcomed Mr. Ch.
Muhammad Tarig, Chief Commissioner (Inland
Revenue), RTO Sialkot, representatives of Pakistan
and Sialkot Tax Bar Associations, Officers of the Tax
Department and members of Sialkot Chamber on
October 08, 2019. He apprised the guests about
problems faced by the exporters of Sialkot due to
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issuance of Show Cause Notices to the export-
oriented Limited Liability Companies for non-
deduction / deposit of withholding Sales Tax for the
Taxperiod from July 2019 onwards against purchases
of inputs from unregistered persons. He showed
concern on levy of Withholding Sales Tax on all
Companies as defined in the Income Tax Ordinance,
2001 (XLIX of 2001) against purchases from
unregisteredpersonsattherate of5% ofgrossvalue of
supplies as it would add directly to the cost of
production of exporters. He said that exporters, as a
category,shouldbeexemptedfromlevy ofwithholding
SalesTax.

InresponsetoaquerybyThe Chief Commissioner,the
President SCCl informed that the matter has already

been discussed in various meetings with the
Government Officials at highest forums and a written
representation would be submitted to FBR to seek
exemptionforExportersfromlevyofwithholdingSales
Tax under Eleventh Schedule to the Sales Tax Act,
1990. He however drew attention of the Chief
Commissioner towards quantum of purchases as
presumedbytheDepartmentforserviceofShowCause
Notices to the export-oriented companies. He
informed that presently Regional Tax Office was
issuing notices to the exporters considering
purchasesinthe excess of 70% ofthe exportturnover,
whichwasmuchhigherthantheindustrystandards.

Mr. Choudhry Muhammad Tarig, Chief Commissioner
(IR), thanked the President and said that said issues
could be settled only at FBR level. He suggested that
selection of appropriate forum, analysis of impact of
5% Withholding Sales Tax on export sector and
settlement of an industry-wise benchmark should be

thenextstepstoseekrelieffromthe FBR. Hesaidthata
jointworking couldbeinitiated by TaxDepartmentand
the Chamber on the above aspects, to present a
proposal to the FBR to seek approval. A detail
discussion was held between Chamber's
representatives, Chief Commissioner (IR), Mr. Aftab
Hussain Nagra (President, Pakistan Tax Bar
Association),Mr. Arshad NawazMaan (Vice President,
Pakistan Tax Bar Association), Mr. Imran Ali Rana
(President, Sialkot Tax Bar Association) had been
conducted; After comprehensive discussion, it was
decided that; Proposals/recommendations would be
prepared by the Chamber and the Tax Office for
submissionto Federal Board of Revenue to seek relief
fortheexportorientedindustry.

VISIT OF MR. NICK STEVENS
C.E.O. NTL GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP

Muhammad Jalil Aslam, Vice President welcomed Mr.

(indefinite Leave to Remain) after 5 years and British
citizenship at year 6. He appreciated the business
people of Sialkot upon elimination of Child Laborfrom
thelndustryofSialkot.

THE OBSESSED KASHMIR  (art2)

Therefore, the history of
Kashmir's Muslims often
intersects with the history of the
working class in the valley. In
fact, throughout the Dogra rule
in Kashmir, the resistance
against the oppressive regime
was shaped by class as much as
religion. The workers' resistance
against the Dogras kicked off as
early as in 1865, when Kashmiri
shawl weavers agitated to improve their working
conditions. The regime brutally crushed the uprising
and in three decades that followed the protest, the
number of Kashmiri shawl weavers shrank from
28,000 to just over 5,000. Despite the setback,
however, Kashmiri workers continued to fight for their
rights. In 1924, workers from a Srinagar silk factory
went on a strike for better working conditions. In 1930,
some young, left wing Muslim intellectuals formed a
'Reading Room Party' to get together and explore a way
forward for the Jammu and Kashmir that is free of
autocracy and oppression. They soon started
organizing meetings in mosques, and slowly this
“political consciousness”
started to spread
from the intellectuals
to the middle classes.
In- time, they moved _
on from mosques to i
larger scale open
meetings.

Noting this growing
spirit of revolt among
the Muslim
community, in 1931,
the Dogras approved
the formation of three
political parties in the
valley — 'Kashmiri Pundits Conference', 'Hindu Sabha in
Jammu', and 'Sikhs Shiromani Khalsa Darbar'. These
meant only non-Muslim groups were allowed political
representation in the valley, leaving the majority of the
population without an official political party. That saw
several Muslim agitations which developed in reaction
to the state's obsession. But the simmering tensions
came to a boil on July 13 same year, when a crowd of
thousands tried to break into the Srinagar jail during

the court hearing of a sedition case filed against a
young Muslim man, named Abdul Qadeer. Police
responded with extreme brutality and 22 protesters
were killed. As scholar and activist Prem Nath Bazaz
noted; the sentiments of the crowd that rushed the
prison were not anti-Hindu but anti-tyranny. Yet, the
riots that took place in the aftermath of July 13 took a
religious turn when shops owned by the Hindus were
looted in the valley. Bazaz attributed this to the
shortsighted and inexperienced politics of the 'Reading
Room Party' as well as hostile and discriminatory
attitude of the Hindus towards the Muslim majority.
Ever since that episode, however, all stakeholders in the
Kashmir conflict have been attempting to
communalize Kashmiri history. The struggle of the
valley's working-class Muslims has been reduced to
their religious identity, as if the religion that they follow
makes their anger somewhat illegitimate!!

Kashmir's struggle did not start in 1947 and will not
end today. India has today become an ethnic-
democracy with an implied two-tiered citizenship.
“Modi has destroyed us”, rightly lament the Kashmiris.
If past behavior is any indication, | am afraid like Gujrat
when Modi was CM,
the Muslim majority
of the Kashmir valley
is at risk of worst kind
of atrocities at hands
of Modi-led fanatic
India. Unfortunately,
the international
community and the
Muslim world in
particular, seem
compromised by
economic interests
and is not doing
enough to stop the
imminent danger to
eight million people of Kashmir valley. Jinnah - the
Quaid had no doubt in his mind, that the state of
Kashmir would become part of Pakistan, until India in
connivance with the Hindu Dogra ruler of Kashmir and
some self-aggrandized Kashmiri leaders from the
Muslim community, backstabbed the people of the
valley as well as Pakistanin 1947.

Abdullah was imprisoned in the aftermath of his
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differences developed with Nehru and now his
remnants along with their coteries are languishing in
jails. Three unwanted and devastating wars have
intervened meanwhile, causing millions to die. It has
backlashed more so, on the Kashmiris who have
severely borne the burnt, besides their Pakistani
neighbours. Pakistan, which at its best is doing to
highlight the issue on international forums; Kashmir
continues to bleed and pitifully, is uncertain of their
future, vis a vis India's unilateral act of making it a part
of the Indian Union, thus cajoling rest of the world. A
rare kind of haughtiness only deserves to be punished
by the'law of nature' and a resurrection of history.
