Air-Vice Marshal,Rana Anees Latif, Director-General
NORIIC said that NUTECH was established in the
year 2018 and was offering programs and courses
starting from under metric to post-graduate, and
programs was designed by considering the demand
of the industry and likewise, the courses were
tailoredto equipthe humanresource withnecessary
skills. He mentioned that NUTECH was believed to
be the University of Industry, and the management
was keenly interested to collaborate with Chambers
across Pakistan for which a series of meetings were
also held with Karachi, Lahore, Faisalabad, Gujrat,
and Gujranwala Chambers of Commerce and
Industry. He added that to tailor the programs,
projects, labs, and curriculum, NUTECH wanted to
establish a linkage with industry and academia so
that skilled based manpower should be given to the
Industry acrossPakistan.

Brigadier Dr. Syed Adnan Qasim (Registrar) showed
the highlights of the NUTECH and also brief about
the coursesthatwerebeingoffered atthe University.

He added that the purpose of visiting the Sialkot
Chamber of Commerce and Industry was to
establish a linkage between the Industry and
Academia. He shared that the management of
NUTECH was keen to start new courses related to
Surgical, Leather, Sports, and other sectors, to fulfill
the need of the industry with skilled labor. He also
addedthat the management of the University would
share a plan of action that would be designed after
the meetings held with Industrialists within Karachi,
Lahore,Faisalabad, Gujrat, Gujranwala,and Sialkot.

The Chairman briefed about the Khawaja
Safdar Road which was double carriageway with
central greenbelt from Khadam Ali Road Pulli to
Honda Cantt but becomes single carriageway road
from Bhaid Pulli beyond Grace Marque Sialkot Cantt
to Ranger Headquarter toward Dhalowali creates

traffic problems and commercialization of Khawaja
Safdar Road through presentation on projector
therefore he specially showed concern about the
without planning commercialization on this road
fromBaid Pullitorangerheadquarters due towhich
in future double carriageway could not be
constructed and single road would be congested for
thetrafficflow.

After briefed presentation about the situation he
invited suggestions from the committee members.
The Committee after thorough discussion
unanimously recommended that a letter should be
written to G.0O.C 15 Division Sialkot requesting for
construction carriageway road from Bhaid Pulli
beyond Grace Marque Sialkot Cantt to Ranger
Headquarter toward Dhalowali to facilitate the
peopleofarea.

VISIT OF REPRESENTATIVE FROM
GIZ, PAKISTAN

Mr. Muhammad Ashraf Malik, President SCCI
welcomed Ms. Romina Kochius, Program Head GIZ
Pakistan, to the Chamber on September 09, 2020
and acknowledged the support of GIZ in
implementing their programs in industrial setups,
Gloves Manufacturers and Exporters Association
etc. He mentioned that Germany was the export hub
for Industry of Sialkot, and the total export of
Pakistan with Germany was of 1.3 Billion USD. He
added that a majority of famous surgical brands in
Germany were working with manufacturers/
exporters of surgical instruments of Sialkot. He said
that Sialkot Chamber of Commerce and Industry was
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the only vibrant Chamber in Pakistan that had
accomplished multiple CSR projects for the business
community and of publicinterest, like Sialkot Dry port
trust, Sialkot International Airport, Sialkot City
Project, AIRSIAL, and recently Sialkot Medical City.
He hopedthat SCClwould encourage GlZto study the
working of the Chamber, compare it with German
Chambers and provide technical support to the
Chamber, in improving the departments working
capacity.

Ms. Romina Kochius, Program Head GIZ, Pakistan
starting with the words that the GIZ first visit after the
eruption of COVID-19 was to Sialkot. She said thatin
2014, GIZ initiated the Labor Standard program to
improve efficiency and productivity within industries
of Pakistan, and afterward in 2015 TVET project was
initiated by GIZ. She told about the current working
on implementing Labor and Environmental
Standards in the Textile, Fashion, and Garments
industry in particular, which would bring a spillover
change in labor efficiency and would also improve
environmental standards. She also added that in
their new projectimplementation phase, the Ministry
of Commerce, Islamabad would also include as a
stakeholder. GIZ's vision was to improve the
efficiency of the Fashion and Textile industry to a
level, which would enable them to become Supply
ChainExperts. Shefurthersaidthat GIZwas providing
technical support to the partner firms, on the areas
that were identified by themselves. She added that
the project would be certainly designed as per the
willingness of the partner firm, otherwise the project

wouldbe pointless.

Dr. Nauman|dris Butt said that concept of GIZshould
be communicated to Industry by organizing
seminars in the Sialkot Chamber that would help
them lettingbecome GIZ's partners. Furthermore, he
inquired about the tools that were utilized by GIZ to
improve the supply chain processes of any company,
GIZ's objectives and difference from the other
consultant companies. After the detailed
discussion, it was proposed the formation of a
working group comprising 5 Senior Members of this
Chamber for policy guidelines. Moreover, some
areasofcooperationarealsodiscussed.

VISIT OF MR. ABDUL RAZAK DAWOOD ON

COMMERCE, TEXTILE, INDUSTRY, AND
PRODUCTION, AND INVESTMENT OF PAKISTAN

Mr. Muhammad Ashraf Malik, President SCCI
welcomed Mr. Abdul Razak Dawood to Sialkot
Chamber of Commerce & Industry on September 12,
2020. He applauded that during the lockdown
period, Mr. Dawood extended his special support in
reviving the Industry of Sialkot from closure with
SOPs. While in his welcome address, he mentioned
some of the major concerns of Sialkot's Industry for
the timely resolution. He stressed the need of
extending the LTLD and DDT Schemes for the next 3
yearsalongwiththerate of Drawbacktobeenhanced
from 3% to 7%. It was requested by the President
SCCl for the extension in LTLD and DDT Schemes, to
provide amuch-neededimpetustothe Export Sector
that was finding its way towards recovery after the
lockdown and disruption of international supply
chains.
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He alsorequested Mr. Dawoodtointervenein getting
a one-time settlement for time-barred cases that
were disclaimed due to slow processing of
commercial banks and State Bank of Pakistan.
Furthermore, discussion was also held on the
proposal of exempting samples worth USD 500 from
levy of CustomsDutiesetc.

Mr. Muhammad Usman Dar, SAPM, on Youth Affairs
extended his gratitude to Mr. Abdul Razak Dawood
for visiting the Sialkot Chamber and his active role in
support of the business community of Sialkot. He
said that Mr. Abdul Razak Dawood had always
recognized the importance of Sialkot city in uplifting
the economy of Pakistan. He also solicited the
supportof Mr. Dawood fortheresolution of problems
related to the surgical sector, which could increase
the exports from 400 million USD to 1 Billion USD. He
assured the business community that he would
continue to play his role as a bridge between the
business community of Sialkotandthe Government.

After detailed briefing on the issues and concerns of

Sialkot's Industry by the members/participants of
the meeting, Mr. Abdul Razak Dawood (SAPM on
Commerce, Textile, Industry, and Production, and
Investment of Pakistan) hailed the city of Sialkot as
the most vibrant entrepreneurial regions of Pakistan
and regarded Sialkot as the most unique city that
could spearhead the export-led growth of the
country. He agreed on getting 5 Crore approved for
construction of Roads from EDF, and be assured that
the matter of tax-free imports on raw material would
be discussed on ECC Committee and would advise
solutionaccordingly.

He also announced that raw materials of multiple
sectors would be declared tax free and the example
would be set from textile sector. He also told the
house that the Ministry of Commerce, Government of
Pakistan would be signing an MOU with Japan in
coming future, and also said that 100 Acres land
should be procured for the Expo Centre of Golden
EconomicTriangle.
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He shared his views on the points raised by the
President Chamber, the Advisor to Prime Minister
said that he was cognizant of the issues of the
industry and would ensure all possible measures are
takento address and resolve the same. He also said
that the Ministry of Commerce was the ministry of the
business community and all the right policies in the
best interest of exports would be formulated. It was
also requested that a delegation led by President
Chamber should visit the Ministry of Commerce to
further discuss the issues and proposals in detail to
devise necessarystrategiesfortheirresolution.

VISIT OF H.E. MR. MTHUTHUZELI MADIKIZA,

HIGH COMMISSIONER OF SOUTH AFRICA TO
PAKISTAN

Mr. Muhammad Ashraf Malik, President SCCI
welcomed His Excellency. Mr. MTHUTHUZELI
MADIKIZA, High Commissioner of South Africa to
Pakistan, distinguished guests and members on
September 16, 2020. He told about mutual relations
between Pakistan and South Africa and a
convergence of views on global & regionalissues. He
