Ch. Fawad Hussain, Federal Minister for Science &
Technology visited Sialkot Chamber of Commerce &
Industry on October 10,2020. Mr. Qaisaer Igbal
Baryar, President SCCI welcomed Chaudhry Fawad
Hussain, Honourable Federal Minister for Science &
Technology, Mr. Usman Dar, Special Advisor to Prime
Minister on Youth Affairs, Chaudhry Muhammad
Akhlag, Provincial Minister of Punjab for Special
Education, distinguished guests and members of this
Chamber. He appreciated the positive role of
Government of Pakistan in order to boost the exports
of the Country besides the critical economic
situations and prevailing challenges. He hoped that
by devising export friendly policies, the exports of
the country would soon flourish. He shared with
Honourable Minister that, in addition to achieving
business excellence, business Community of Sialkot
had also done exceptional work in the Social Sector
Development & Welfare of the people. He said that
steps initiated by the Government for the increase in
exports were commendable, but problems faced by
the Export Sector should also be addressed on
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priority basis. By taking the advantage of Mister's
presence, he stated some requests which were
directly related

For the purpose of individual product certification,

Exporters dealing with Motorbike Garments, Safety
Clothing, Firefighting Uniforms, Gloves of all kinds,
Shoes/ Boots had gone through series of tests which
involved heavy investments (Billions of Rupees),
were adding to the cost of doing business. In this
regard, it was requested that the Government should
subsidize the Product wise Certifications (every
article/ model) so that SME's sector/ Export Sector

could be facilitated.

The European Union, a major importer of Leather
Products is moving towards stiffer standards
including REACH and Leather Working Group (LWG)
which demand an increase in the traceability and
transparency of the leather products. The European
Medical Device Regulation (MDR) is a new set of
regulations that governs the production and
distribution of medical devices in Europe, and
compliance with the regulation is mandatory for
medical device companies that want to sell their
products in the European marketplace. For the
Purpose of promotion of Exports of Surgical
Instruments to United States of America (USA) Food
and Drug Administration (FDA) was required. He said
that acquisition of all the above-mentioned
Certifications was very expensive and could not
possible without the support of Government. He
requested the Honourable Minister to subsidize the
export sector and also equip the staff available in the
relevant departments for the awareness of the SME's.

The Export Industry of Sialkot is lacking in an
Internationally acclaimed accredited state of the art
material testing laboratory for highly value-added
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sectors like Metal, Textile Garments and Leather
Garments & Leather Wear and many others. Due to
the absence of the said laboratory, exporters have to
send their samples abroad to get their products
testified and certified to be accepted worldwide. This
practice ultimately adds to the cost of doing business
and is logistically hectic. He informed that Sialkot
Chamber has been perusing the establishment of
Material Testing Lab with the Government but the
project was yet to be completed, or subsidy should
be given to the exporters for product testing. He
proposed that Government should collaborate with
SGS and CPC-Tti Laboratories working in Pakistan
and facilitate the export sector in terms of subsidized
product testing.

The project of Sialkot Special Economic Zone was
initially proposed by the Sialkot Chamber. The
rationale behind Sialkot Chamber's proposal is to
herald a new era of industrialization in the region of
the Golden Economic Triangle of Gujranwala, Gujrat,
and Sialkot through which objectives of industrial
expansion through Cluster Development and Import
substitution of vital raw materials through Joint
Ventures can be achieved as investors of many
countries especially the Chinese have shown great
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interest in working with Sialkot based industries if
given incentives and facilitation to match with other
parts of the world. He assured that SEZ would be one
of the projects that attract investors from all parts of
the world to join with entrepreneurial brilliance of
Sialkot. He informed that the project also had
garnered support from key government
functionaries. He shared that after so many efforts
and approvals no progress was still made on the said
project. He requested to the Honourable Minister to
please expedite the process and issues necessary
funds for the pre-feasibility study and facilitate the
City.

He said that in order to double the exports in the
years to come, it is imperative that Sialkot City create
a skilled human resource in the shape of
technologists in respective sectors. He added that
the city of Sialkot needs a quality institution to
empower its youth, enabling them to play their part
in the development of the industry and progress of
the city. Moreover, he informed that the City lack
proper R&D-backed centres of excellence which
would allow to enhance the manufacturing
processes and diversify into new product lines apart
from adopting the latest technologies. He requested
the Honourable Minister to support this Chamber for
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the establishment of Technology University in
Sialkot, as 500-acre land was allocated by the
Government of Punjab for the said purpose.

Chaudhry Fawad Hussain, Honourable Federal
Minister for Science & Technology thanked Mr.
Qaiser Igbal Baryar, President SCCI and members of
the Executive Committee for their warm welcome &
Hospitality. He said that Pakistan could not repay its
debts from traditional selling/ businesses. He
emphasized that Pakistan had to modernize its
system/ business model. He said that Sialkot
exported Surgical Instruments amounting US$400
Million all over the world, moreover he emphasized
that the amount could easily be doubled with
coating and sterilization facility given to Foreign
buyers. He said that best Cricket balls were produced
in Sialkot, but the Industry was lacking behind due to
non-availability of own branding. He said that testing
and certification would play a key role in Branding.
He said that Ministry of Science & Technology was
ready to allocate funds for the Lab but he insisted
that Sialkot should run the Material Testing Lab on its
own. He offered Sialkot Chamber to come in Public
Private Partnership (PPP) with the Government. He
assured that Ministry of S&T was ready to give grant,
Technical Support and Machinery to Sialkot
Chamber. He emphasized that Pakistan needed Labs,
Certifications and Materials on immediate basis in
order to boost the exports. He announced that first
Material Bank would be established in Sialkot soon.
He said that Ministry of Science & Technology was
working hard to declare Whole Sialkot as Special
Economic Zone (SEZ). He said that for the increase in
exports, cottage Industry should be uplifted. He
informed that 500-acre land available for the
Knowledge City near Sambrial, would be taken over
by MoST soon, and a state-of-the-art Technology
University would be established where Sialkot based
technical Courses would be taught in order to fulfil
the Human Recourse need of Sialkot. He also
informed that Government will fund the project but it
would run under the Private Sector. He shared that
Technological Background of Sialkot should be
enhanced.

Mr. Usman Dar, Special Advisor to PM on Youth
Affairs informed that Minister would like to make
Sialkot a model City. He endorsed the project of
Material Testing Lab in Sialkot. He also assured that
Sialkot will never disappoint the Government.

In response to a question Federal Minister shared
that complete mapping of the tests required by
Industry of Sialkot were necessary. He also assured
that after mapping, 3-4 Notifying Bodies offices will
set up in Sialkot for the support of the Export Sector.

VISIT OF DR. TARIQ MEHMOOD KHAN,
CHIEF COMMISSIONER, INLAND REVENUE,
REGIONAL TAX OFFICE, SIALKOT

Mr. Qaisar Igbal Baryar welcomed Dr. Tariq
Mehmood Khan, Chief Commissioner (Inland
Revenue), and RTO Sialkot, representatives of
Pakistan and Sialkot Tax Bar Associations, Officers of
the Tax Department at Sialkot Chamber on October
13, 2020. He highlighted the role of export-oriented
industry of Sialkot in uplifting the economy of
Pakistan by earning precious foreign exchange
through export of value added products. He
apprised the guests about problems faced by the
exporters of Sialkot due to issuance of Show Cause
Notices to the export-oriented Limited Liability
Companies for non-deduction/deposit of
withholding Sales Tax for the Tax period from July
2019 onwards against purchases of inputs from
unregistered persons.

President SCCI also showed concern on levy of
Withholding Sales Tax on all Companies and told
that exporters, as a category, should be exempted
from levy of withholding Sales Tax. Furthermore, Mr.
Baryar next highlighted the issues relating to amount
of foreign exchange remitted from outside Pakistan
through normal banking channels encashed into
rupees, policy regarding Sales Tax refunds, revival of
meetings of Tax Advisory Committee and provision
of PayPal facility in Pakistan.
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Dr. Tariq Mehmood Khan, Chief Commissioner
(Inland Revenue) discussed about the show cause
notices issued u/s 11(4a) of the Sales Tax Act, 1990.
After comprehensive discussion, it was decided that
a letter would be addressed to Member (IR
Operations) FBR to grant extension in time-limit for
disposal of show cause notices issued u/s 11(4a) of
the sales tax act, 1990. The Chief Commissioner (IR)
would also take up the matter with the Board to seek
further extension for disposal of notices.
