TRANSACTIONS (PROHIBITION) ACT, 2017

Mr. Khuram Aslam, Senior Vice President welcomed
Dr. Yasmeen Fatima, Commissioner, Benami Zone |l
Lahore, Mr. Asim Raza, Deputy CommissionerInland
Revenue and Mr. Salman Naveed Butt, Deputy
Commissioner Inland Revenue, Lahore,
distinguished guests and members of Sialkot

Chamber on August 24, 2021. He apprised that
Awareness Seminar had been organized to create
awareness onBenamiTransactions (Prohibition) Act,
2017,amongst the members. He hoped that it would
help understand prohibited transactions and adopt
bestpracticesunderthelaw.

Mr.
Revenue, Lahore, said that the seminar had been
organized as a part of Awareness Campaign initiated
by the Department to help understand transactions
thathadbeendeclared Benamiand prohibited under
the Act. He delivered a comprehensive presentation
encompassing the following aspects of the Benami

Transactions (Prohibition) Act, 2017. While

introducing the concept of Benami, he informed that
the word Benami was of Persian origin, which meant
“withoutaname”.

He explained that Benami Transaction had been a
transaction where a person bought a property in the
name of another person or transferred property to
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another person with intent to benefit himself. He
informed that it had been a common practice in the
sub-continent but had been expressly prohibited
under Benami Transactions (Prohibition) Act, 2017,
todiscourageundocumentedeconomy.

Detail discussion was held on the above-cited topic
andMr. Khuram AslamthankedDr. YasmeenFatima,
honorable guests and participants of the seminar
and hoped that the seminar would have facilitated
better understanding of Benami Transactions
(Prohibition)Act,2017 amongstthe members.

MEETING ON UKRAINE TRADE DELEGATION

heldtodiscussthe executionofthe Trade Delegation
to Ukraine.

Infirst meeting, there was a discussionon
costs of hotel stay including breakfast/lunch and
dinner, local transportation, Meeting charges, cost
of venue for meetings and other miscellaneous
charges would be borne by the Delegates. All of
Delegatesrecommended requestingthe Embassy of
Pakistanto arrange meaningfulbusinesstobusiness
meetings with Ukrainian counter parts. A few
Delegates highlighted their concerns over the
exorbitantcharges ofhotelstay,localtransportation
and translator than normal and requested the Chair
tomonitorthe processpersonally.

Inthe 2nd meeting, Mr. Khuram Aslam, SVP of SCCIS
discussed the meeting plan received from Embassy
of Pakistan, shared that 20th October would be the
arrival date of Delegates in Kyiv; He discussed the
hotel charges and other expenses details received
from Embassy of Pakistan in details with the
Delegates and sought suggestions from the
Delegates. In response to the delegates’ questions,
he said that Ukraine Embassy was operating and
grantinga Visais depended onthe documents ofthe
applicant. Healsomentionedthatthe majority ofthe
meetings will be held in the city where Consulate of
Pakistanwassituated.

VISIT OF H.E. MOHAMMAD REZA NAZERI,
CONSUL GENERAL OF IRAN

Mr. Khuram Aslam, Senior Vice President welcomed
His Excellency Mr. Mohammad Reza Nazeri, Consul
General of Iran to Pakistan and members of Sialkot
Chamber of Commerce & Industry (SCCI) ON

He suggested that both sides should facilitate
single-country trade exhibitions and encourage
frequent exchanges of trade delegations; he
mentionedthatboththe countries should cooperate
and enter Joint Ventures which would lead to
diversification of exports. He emphasized that visa
facilitation should be provided to businessmen of
both countries to promote direct linkages; whereas,
Indonesian businessmen should take the
opportunity to invest in different sectors of the
Pakistani economy. Furthermore, he also explained
about the Sialkot Chamber of Commerce & Industry
and its role; furthermore, he told about the Sialkot
Industry,sectorsandtradevalueetc.

HE MR. ADAM M. TUGIO, Ambassador of the
Republic of Indonesia to Pakistan thanked the Office

1% ofthe trade between Asian Countries with China.
He further mentioned the industrial sectors of
Pakistan and stressed to uplift the trade with
Indonesia because of the huge potential lied in
between both the markets. Members of SCCI also
welcomed & thanked the guest to visit the Sialkot
Chamber along with his team. They shared their
views and suggestions to increase bilateral trade
between both the countries and appreciated the
opportunities mentioned by H.E for promoting
mutualrelations.

JOINT MEETING OF TRADE BODIES OF SIALKOT

REGARDING 5% WITHHOLDING SALES TAX

A joint meeting of trade bodies of Sialkot regarding
the implementation of 5% withholding sales tax on
companies against gross value of purchases from
unregistered persons was held on September 15,
2021 at SCCI. Mr. Qaisar Igbal Baryar, President
SCCI welcomed the members and apprised them
aboutthesituationfacedbythe Export Companies of
Sialkot due to Notices received from the Tax
Department for Deduction and Deposit of 5%
Withholding Sales Tax against gross value of
purchasesfromunregistered suppliers. He informed
that Sialkot Chamber and all Trade Bodies of Sialkot

had been demanding its abolition for the last two
years but despite all assurances, proposed
amendment had not been included in the Finance
Act 2021. Heinformedthat as aresult of most recent
meetingwiththe Chairman FBR, Local Tax Office had
beeninstructedto constitute a Committeetoresolve
the issue at local level in consultation with the
Chamber and Trade Bodies of Sialkot. He informed
that the Committee had been constituted with
President Chamberand Ch. AhmedZulfigarHayatas
its members. Heinformedthatthe Committee hadto
submit a workable proposal to FBR to resolve the
issue of purchases for deduction and deposit of 5%
Withholding Sales Tax by Companies for the period
fromJuly 2019 onwards.

Ch. Ahmed Zulfigar Hayat informed that a meeting
with the newly appointed Commissioner Mr. Ahmad
Kamal had been scheduled to present sector-wise
working for Withholding Sales Tax as would be
proposed by Trade Associations. He informed that
deadline for submission of working to Regional Tax
Office was September 27, 2021, as informed by the
Department. Whereas, Mr. Zulfigar Ahmed Nasir
shared historical background of the issue and
informed that as per his preliminary working,
quantum of registered purchases of Sports, Textile
and Apparel Sectors had been higher than the
Surgical Sector. He informed that average
purchases of Sports, Textile and ApparelSectorshad
been from 25 to 35%. However, quantum of
registered purchases of even best examples of
Surgicallndustryhadnotbeenmorethan15to 20%.
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Mr. Zeeshan Tarig, Mr. Faisal Mehboob Sheikh and
Mr. Ejaz Ahmed Khokhar shared their industry wise
problems and determination of formula as a
percentage oftotalvalue of exports of theirindustry.
After due deliberation, it was decided that proposal
of sector-wise purchase formulawouldbefinalizedin
the next meeting and all Trade Associations would
provide necessary working in support of their
proposal before submission of report to the
CommissioneronSeptember27,2021.

Mr. Qaisar Igbal Baryar welcomed Mrs. Ambreen
Ahmed Tarar, Collector of Customs upon her visit to
Sialkot Chamber on September 15, 2021. He also
expressed his gratitude to members of Sialkot
Chamber for joining the session. A brief overview of
Sialkot Export Oriented Industries was given to Mrs.
Ambreen. The achievements of Sialkot's
industrialists such as establishment of Sialkot Dry-
port Trust (SDPT), Sialkot Tannery Zone, Sialkot
Export Processing Zone, developments projects
under Sialkot City Package, Khud-Kiffalat Rozgar
Trust, Sialkot International Airport Limited and
especially AIRSIAL were also highlighted in his
speech. He congratulated Mrs. Ambreen onbehalfof
business community of Sialkot on her appointment
as Custom Collectorin Sialkot. It was hoped that the
problems of exporters of Sialkot would be resolved
on priority basis and the meeting would bring fruitful
results by strengthening the bond between Sialkot

Chamber and Custom Collectorate, he added.
Furthermore, Mr. Qaisarlgbal Baryar highlighted the
Decisions against Temporary Import Scheme,
Systemintegration of Sialkot Collectorate with Other
Collectorate, Increase in the notification flash time
period in WeBOC, Refund Claim Payment via One
Custom, Manual System and Elimination of Sindh
Infrastructure Development Cess.

After discussion, the following decisions had been
taken; Custom Collectorate would arrange proper
training sessions for member(s) of SCCI regarding
use of existing and new export facilitation schemes.
Custom Collectorate Sambrial would communicate
with concerned authorities for extension in WeBOC
objection flashing notification duration, integration
of other collectorates, and establishment of CFSand
IOCOfacilitiesin Sialkot.

MEETING WITH MR. AHMED KAMAL,

COMMISSIONER INLAND REVENUE

A meeting with Mr. Ahmed Kamal, Commissioner
Inland Revenue, was arranged on September 21,
2021 at the RTO Sialkot to discuss the issue of 5%
withholding Sales Tax on Exporter Companies
against purchases from unregistered persons. The
delegation of the Sialkot Chamber was led by Mr.
Qaisar Igbal Baryar, President Chamber, and
included Mr. Ahmed Zulfigar Hayat, Chairman
Departmental Committee on FBR, Mr. Arshad Nawaz
Maan, Vice President Tax Bar Association, and Mr.
Z.A. Nasir,fromFRANTS & Co.

Mr. Qaisar Igbal Baryar thanked the Commissioner
for sparing time to meet the delegation. He shared
that the description of the Withholding Agent under
Serial # 4 of the Eleventh Schedule to the Sales Tax
Act, 1990, should be amended to add the words
“excluding Export Companies” as void ab initio to
provide reliefto the exporter companies. Mr. Ahmed
ZulfigarHayataddedthatthe amendmentmadevide
the Finance Bill 2019 was troublesome for the value-
added sector of Sialkot and that it was against the
vision of ease of doing business of the Government.
Mr. Hayat lamented that despite an implied
understanding that 5% withholding Sales Tax would
be withdrawn through amendment in the finance bill
2021,noheadwaycouldbe madeinsaidregard.

Afterdiscussion,itwasdecidedthat Sialkot Chamber
would submita detailed working paperas committed
above pertaining to relevant export sectors by
getting the data and information from the relevant
trade bodies; furthermore, efforts should be made
for the amendment to exempt export companies in
March 2022 for the next finance act. A strong
recommendation should be made by the IRS RTO
Sialkotfortherequiredamendment.
